Recently, the Korea-China relationship has been elevated from a "comprehensive
cooperative partnership” to a "strategic cooperative partnership. "Since establishing
diplomatic ties with China in 1992, the relationship, previously limited to economic
cooperation and bilateral issues, has matured into a future-oriented, full-fledged one.
Through a strategic partnership, Korea and China will work toward substantial progress in
matters of security, economics, environmentalism, and culture on regional and global levels.

Globalization has ushered in post-modern international relations. Nation-states are being
rapidly "unbundled" by inter-regional, cross-border cooperative units. Coming to terms with
the new milieu, Korea and China are carving out a new cooperative framework for the
Yellow Sea Basin. For natural economic territories such as the Yellow Sea Basin to prosper,
a new inter-regional framework led by local-governments must be established. This
international conference will address the contents and directions of a framework for the
Yellow Sea Basin.

We have organized three sessions. The first will seek to provide contextual meaning to
regional cooperation surrounding the basin. Beyond the fagade of geographical integration,
what does regional cooperation in the Yellow Sea entail? How can we integrate local
governments’ economic concerns and national governments’ security worries? The second
session will analyze cooperative strategies among the multiple stakeholders. Because the
basin must be developed through a multi-stakeholder initiative, we invite diverse
perspectives from five regions of Korea - Incheon City and the Provinces of Gyeongdgi,
Chungnam, Jeonbuk, and Jeonnam. Finally, we will complement the Korean viewpoint by
inviting Chinese and Japanese scholars to give their perspectives on cooperative strategies.

Regional cooperation could thrust the countries surrounding the Yellow Sea Basin into a
new era of prosperity. We hope that this conference will be a catalyst for future discussions.
